East Greenville, PA
April 7, 2008


Council President, Douglas G. Bricker called the regular April 7, 2008 meeting of East Greenville Borough Council to order at 7:30p.m.  The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Answering the roll call were:  Douglas G. Bricker, Gary Bilger, Jennifer Boyer, Timothy Huff, Thomas Kolb, John Naylor, and Josiah Pierson.  Also present were: Donald W. Huff, Atty. Tomlinson, James Fry, 4 visitors and 1 member of the press.

The minutes of the regular meeting of March 3, 2008, and SPECIAL meeting of March 25, 2008, having been circulated and a copy made available to the public were presented for Councils approval.  There being no additions or corrections, Pres. Bricker declared the minutes approved as presented.

VISITORS:


None of the visitors had anything at this time.

POLICE COMMISSION REPORT:


Mr. Kolb reported that the allocation for April is $32,122.08.  The commission accepted the high bid for the purchase of 83-4.  They are also interviewing for a new full time officer to replace one who has left the department and hired a new part time officer.
SOLICITOR ITEMS:


Atty. Tomlinson presented Council with RESOLUTION 2008-03.  Resolution 2008-03 authorizes the Council President to sign the grant application and grant agreements on behalf of the applicant; and apply for a $360,000.00 grant from the Montgomery County Revitalization Program for Phase VI of our Main Street Revitalization Program.  On a motion by Mr. Kolb, and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council adopted Resolution 2008-03
WATER COMMITTEE:


Mr. T. Huff reported that we pumped 5,981,000 gals. of water in March.  Mr. T. Huff reported that Council has had time to review the material from the Philadelphia Water Department concerning the Delaware Valley Early Warning System for water emergencies.  On a motion by Mr. T. Huff, and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council agreed to join the program.  Mr. Boyer has requested the authority to purchase a new flat panel monitor for the SCADA System.  On a motion by Mr. T. Huff and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approved the purchase not to exceed $300.00

ZONING-PLANNING COMMITTEE:


Ms. Boyer reported that Marlborough Township will be up-grading the Finland Road Park over the next 2 years.  She noted that she has seen the drawings and the up-grade will make the park really nice.  The Recreation map has been completed and they will be available soon..  Upper Hanover Township will not be giving is $1,000.00 share from last year’s budget to the traffic light fund for 11th and Main Streets at the Pennsburg-Red Hill Borough Line.  They feel that they will be spending enough on the project.

On the Appeals Board, Red Hill Borough has established its own board and left the Intergovernmental Agreement.  She will have more on this issue at a later date.  The Code Officer’s Report is on file for Councils review.  Mr. Fry would like to submit a change to the Fire Code.  A lot of items in the current code are not enforceable as the code is currently written.   He would like the Solicitors Office to review the code with him and prepare it for adoption.  Mr. Fry noted that he does not trust L&I on UCC issues.  By common consent Council agreed to the request

ROADS COMMITTEE:


Mr. Kolb reported that the Road Supervisors Report is on file for Councils review.  The repair to the 3rd & Main Street intersection is still under review by Penn-Dot.  This review should be completed soon.  The Sixth Street School Zone will be signed soon.  Mr. Reinhart has requested that he be able to purchase 1 skid of crack sealing material.  By purchasing a full skid we will be saving a lot on the price per pound.  In order to help stay within the budget he will forgo the purchase of the sand blaster until next year.  By common consent Council agreed to the request.  Mr. Fry asked for approval to have the engineer prepare the bid specification for the Salt Building and the H\C Curb Cuts (when the environmental impact is completed).  By common consent Council approved the request.
PROPERTY COMMITTEE:


Mr. Bilger requested that we have the employees clean up the front of the yard at the Borough Hall.  Mr. Fry will have Mr. Reinhart put up more trash baskets along Main Street

WASTE MGMT:


Mr. Pierson reported that Phase III of the revitalization program will begin this spring.  Trash bag sales were $9,685.00 in March.  He reminded all that the Revitalization Plan must be up-dated by November 2008.  Mr. Fry informed Council that P.P.&L. has offered to provide a free compact Florescent Light Bulb Collection Container.  Council approved to the offer.
PERSONNELL COMMITTEE:


Mr. Fry reported that there will be an 8.2% increase in the cost of BCBS beginning June 1st.  This will bring the cost of a family to about $1,500.00/ month.  If we switch to Keystone HMO the cost for a family will be about $1,100.00/ month.  Council needs to make a decision by April 30, 2008.  On a motion by Bilger and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council approved moving the employee health insurance to Keystone HMO.  Ms. Boyer abstained as the matter will have a direct financial effect on her husband Grant Boyer the Borough Water Plant Supervisor.

FINANCE COMMITTEE:


Mr. Bilger asked Council to review the bills for payment in April.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council ordered the bill for April to be paid.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council accepted the report of the Treasurer for March.

MAYOR’S REPORT:


There was no report due to the Mayor being absent.

OTHER BUSINESS:


Mr. Fry has requested approval for him to attend a seminar on Distribution Components & Disinfection at a cost of $145.00 and Mr. Huff a seminar on the new Open Records Act at a cost of $35.00.  On a motion by Ms. Boyer and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approved the requests.
