East Greenville, PA

June 2, 2008


Council President, Douglas G. Bricker called the regular June2, 2008 meeting of East Greenville Borough Council to order at 7:30p.m.  The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Answering the roll call were:  Mayor Ryan J. Sloyer, Douglas G. Bricker, Gary Bilger, Jennifer Boyer, Thomas Kolb, John Naylor, and Josiah Pierson.  Also present were:  Atty. Tomlinson, James Fry, Donald Huff, 4 visitors and 1 member of the press.


The minutes of the regular meeting of May 5, 2008 and SPECIAL meeting of May 27, 2008, having been circulated and a copy made available to the public, were presented for Councils approval.  There being no additions or corrections, Pres. Bricker declared the minutes approved as presented.

VISITORS:


Pres. Bricker asked if any of the visitors had anything to bring before Council.  There was nothing at this time.

POLICE COMMISSION REPORT:


Mayor Sloyer reported that the allocation for June will be $32,122.08.  Chief Devlin was presented with a commendation award for a case he solved.
SOLICITOR ITEMS:


Atty. Tomlinson explained to Council that the Upper Perkiomen School District has request that they make a cash deposit instead of providing a bond for the project at eh middle school.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approved having the school district providing a cash deposit for the middle school project.
WATER COMMITTEE:


Mr. Fry informed Council that the current shut off policy allows water shut off for a past due amount of $50.00.  Our current minimum is now $50.46.  Mr. Fry proposed increasing the amount to $120.00.  On a motion by Mr. Naylor and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approved the increase $120.00 for water shut off.  Mr. Fry also informed Council that Mr. Boyer is getting prices for the annual sludge removal.
ZONING-PLANNING COMMITTEE:


Ms. Boyer reported that the Code Officer’s Reported is available for Councils review.  Ms. Boyer reviewed the mission statement of the Inter- Regional Planning Commission with Council and informed those present that a copy is on file.  On a motion by Ms. Boyer and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approved the mission statement.  She also presented a Recreation Map for the Upper Perkiomen Valley for Councils review and comment.  Ms. Boyer informed Council that Mr. Fry has prepared an advertisement to update the UCC.  On a motion by Ms. Boyer and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approve the advertising of the UCC changes.  On a motion by Ms. Boyer and a second by Mr. Kolb, Council approved the mission statement of the U.P. Regional Planning Commission.  Ms. Boyer reported that Hough Associates has told the Regional Planning Commission that we will receive our recycling grant money for 2005-2006 by the end of this year. There is a list of what can be done with the money, which will not be a problem for East Greenville and Pennsburg as we will put the money back into the Recycling Fund Accounts
ROADS COMMITTEE:


Mr. Kolb reported that the Road Supervisor’s report is on file for Councils review.  On a motion by Mr. Kolb and a second by Ms. Boyer, which passed, Council approved putting the following projects out to bid.  The Cherry Alley Storm Sewer Project, the HUD H/C Curb Cut Project, and the Washington Street Overlay Project.


Mr. Schwenk’s request to close 2nd Street between Main Street and Hickory Alley on Sunday, June 29, 2008 from 8:00a.m. to 5:00p.m. was put before Council, On a motion by Mr. Kolb and a second by Ms. Boyer, which passed, Council approved the request with the following stipulations.  Mr. Schwenk will reimburse the Borough for the employee’s time setting up and removing the barricades and will make a contribution to each Fire Police unit that assists with traffic and pedestrian crossings.

PROPERTY COMMITTEE:


Mr. Naylor informed Council that the Salt Storage Building Project is ready to go to bid.  On a motion by Mr. Naylor and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approved putting the Salt Storage Building out to bid and also approved the maintenance contract with Protect Alarms for a 3 year period at $225.00 per year.  Mr. Pierson is still looking into trash cans for Main Street.  On the Pollution Liability Insurance Council asked that we get a complete copy of the coverage and non-covered items, before we make a decision.  Mr. Fry informed Council that the new F-550 Ford truck will cost about $79,000.00 and the current interest rate quote is 22%.  Mr. Fry and Mr. Huff will begin e shopping for a better loan rate.  By common consent Council approved spending $250.00 for block to erect a small storage space for cold patch.
WASTE MGMT COMMITTEE:\


Mr. Pierson reported that the recycling report is on file for review.  On a motion by Mr. Pierson and a second by Mr. Bilger, which passed, Council approved applying to Montgomery County for a Grant to re-write our Revitalization Plan.  On a motion by Mr. Pierson and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council approved putting Phase III of our revitalization project out to bid as soon as we have the Penn-Dot permit in hand.
PERSONNEL COMMITTEE:


Mr. Bilger reported that the PSAB has a Junior Councilperson Program.  Mr. Fry reviewed the process and requirement that the person must meet with Council.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Pierson, which passed, Council agreed to proceed with the process to appoint a Junior Councilperson.

FINANCE COMMITTEE:


Mr. Bilger reported that all is in order.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council ordered the bills for June to be paid.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council accepted the report of the Treasurer for May.


Mr. Bilger informed Council that we have received a request from Wal-Mart to release their Escrow Fund that was established for a possible Traffic Study after the completion of the store just outside the north end of the Borough.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Pierson, which passed, Council released the escrowed fund of $50,000.00 plus all accrued interest.
MAYORS REPORT:


Mayor Sloyer asked that we give approval to close Washington Street between 4th & 5th Streets for the Fire Company Annual Carnival on July 9, 10, 11, 12, 2008.

OTHER BUSINESS:

A request was received from Freedom Fest asking for a donation for this year’s July 4th fireworks.  Mr. Fry informed Council that we have $100.00 available in Misc. Donations.  On a motion by Bilger and a second by Mr. Pierson, which passed, Council approved donation $100.00 to Freedom Fest for the fireworks.


A request was received from Ray Strickland to be able to park a fire truck in front of the Grand Theater on June 28, 2008 between the hours of 12:00p.m. and 2:30p.m., for his wedding.
