May 5, 2008


Council President, Douglas G. Bricker called the regular May 5, 2008 meeting of East Greenville Borough Council to order at 7:30p.m.  The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Answering the roll call were:  Mayor Ryan J. Sloyer, Douglas G. Bricker, Gary Bilger, Timothy Huff, Thomas Kolb, and John Naylor.  Also present were: Atty Tomlinson, James Fry, Donald Huff, and 4 visitors.

The minutes of the regular meeting of April 7, 2008, having been circulated and a copy made available to the public were presented for Councils approval.  There being no additions or corrections, Pres. Bricker declared the minutes approved as presented.

VISITORS:


None of the visitors wished to be recognized at this time.

POLICE COMMISSION REPORT:

Mayor Sloyer reported that the allocation for May is $ 32,122.08.  The commission has hired a new officer.
SOLICITOR ITEMS:


Atty. Tomlinson presented Council with RESOLUTION 2008-03.  Resolution 2008-03 authorizes the submission of an application for a Montgomery County Green Fields/Green Town Program Grant.  It also authorizes that any member of Council may execute any documents necessary to apply for and obtain aforementioned Montgomery County Green Fields/Green Towns Program Grant once such documents have been approved by the Borough Solicitor.  On a motion by Mr. Kolb and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council adopted Resolution 2008-03.

Atty. Tomlinson presented Council with RESOLUTION 2008-04. Resolution 2008-04  Authorizes Council to enter into a maintenance agreement with the PA Department of Transportation for the maintenance of the decorative crosswalk at Third & Main Streets.  It also authorizes the official with the title Borough Secretary-Treasurer to sign and execute the required Crosswalk Maintenance Agreement with the PA. Department of Transportation.  On a motion by Mr. Kolb and a second by Mr. Bilger, which passed, Council adopted Resolution 2008-04.
WATER COMMITTEE:


Mr. T. Huff reported that we pumped 6,267,000 gals. in April.  The report of the Water Plant Supervisor is on file for Councils review.  There will be Hydrant Flushing each Wednesday in May.  
PLANNING-ZONING COMMITTEE:


The Planning Commission has approved the Buchinski Subdivision on State Street.  The Borough is interested in purchasing parcel B as shown on the plan as open space.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council approved the Buchinsky Subdivision.  The May workshop meeting will be advertised as a SPECIAL MEETING  to conduct a Hearing on the Open Space purchase.
ROADS COMMITTEE:


Mr. Kolb reported that the Road Supervisors report is on file for Councils review.  WE have been notified by Montgomery County HUD that our H\C Curb Cut project has received approval for is Environmental Impact.  Cowan Associated may now begin the bidding process.

PROPERTY COMMITTEE:


The Salt Storage Building project is moving forward.  Cowan Associates have looked at the best location on the 442 Washington Street property  Mr. Pierson is looking at different types of trash cans for the Main Street area.  We are looking at making some alterations to the old 433 Main Street Building to improve its usability.
WASTE MGMT COMMITTEE:


There is nothing to report on trash pickup as everything is working well.  Mr. Fry informed Council that recycling is going well.  He is looking to find someplace that will take plastics #3,5, and 7.  The finances for the recycling program are getting better.

PERSONNEL COMMITTEE:


The employee’s have asked that the health insurance co-pay be eliminated because of the amount the Borough is saving by going with an HMO Plan.  On a motion by Mr. Kolb and a second by Mr. T. huff, which passed, Council approved eliminating the co-pay from June 1, 2008 to May 30, 2009.

FINANCE COMMITTEE:


Mr. Bilger reported that all is in order.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Kolb which passed, Council approved paying the bill for May.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. T. Huff, which passed, Council accepted the report of the Treasurer for April.

MAYORS REPORT:


Mayor Sloyer asked that we advertise the Swimming Pool Codes so residents know that permits are required.  On a motion by Mr. T. Huff and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council approved advertising.

CORRESPONDENCE:


Montgomery County Land Trust sent a letter requesting a donation.  By common consent Council declined.


The U.P Ambulance Association sent a letter of their activities over the past year.  Council will look at that during budget time.


The Montgomery County Borough Association has notified us the we will be hosting an Association dinner meeting on September 25, 2008 along with Pennsburg, Red Hill and Green Lane.  The Fire Company will be contacted to reserve their banquet hall.
