Council President, Douglas G. Bricker called a SPECIAL meeting of East Greenville Borough Council to order at 7:30p.m.  The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Answering the roll call were:  Mayor Ryan J. Sloyer, Douglas Bricker, Gary Bilger, Thomas Kolb, John Naylor, and Josiah Pierson.  Also present were: Donald Huff, James Fry, Atty. Tomlinson, and seven visitors.


Pres. Bricker informed those present that the meeting has been duly advertised to award a contract for Phase III of the Main Street Revitalization Project and to appoint a Borough resident to fill a vacancy on Council, and to conduct any other business that may come before Council.

Pres. Bricker informed those present that we have received 3 letters of interest in filling the vacancy on Council.  They are from Jeff Hunsinger, Ryan Pugh, and Marita Thomson.  He then asked if there are any other interested individuals? 


Pres. Bricker made a motion to suspend Rule 7(a) of the Rules of Order of the Council of the Borough of East Greenville so that instead of voting separately upon each person nominated, we first ascertain the names of all persons nominated.  Upon nominations being closed, a roll call of the members present shall be made, with each member, as his name is called, naming from the list of those nominated his choice for the office.  If no person nominated shall receive a majority of votes, a second roll call shall be held, at which only the two persons receiving the highest number of votes at the first roll call shall participate.  The person who received the majority of the votes cast shall be appointed to the office.

Mr. Naylor seconded the motion to suspend the rules, and was passed by Council.

Pres Bricker announced that the floor is now open for nominations to the Office of Borough Councilman to fill the vacancy created by the resignation of Timothy Huff.

Mr. Bilger nominated Marita Thomson.

Mr. Pierson nominated Ryan Pugh.

Pres. Bricker made a motion to close the nominations. The motion was seconded by Mr. Naylor and passed by Council.

Pres. Bricker announced that Marita Thomson received the majority of the votes and is hereby appointed to Borough Council.


Mayor Sloyer administered the Oath of Office to Marita Thomson and she was seated with Council.

REVITALIZATION:


The low bidder for the Phase III Main Street Revitalization Project was McCarthy Masonry & Concrete, Inc.  In a letter from URDC, Mr. Sonntag noted that one reference stated that proper supervision should be provided.  After some discussion on the supervision issue, on a motion by Mr. Pierson and a second by Mr. Bilger, which passed, Council awarded a contract to McCarthy Masonry & Concrete, Inc. to complete Phase III of the Boroughs Main Street Revitalization Project.  Mr. Kolb voted against the motion.


On a motion by Mr. Kolb and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council tabled any action on awarding a contract for the Rewrite of our Revitalization Plan.

PROPERTY COMMITTEE:


The low bidder for the construction of a Pole Barn to serve as a Salt Storage Building was Pedersen Contracting, Inc. of Red Hill.  Mr. Fry informed Council that the contractor is not a pole barn builder, he plans to have an engineer provide construction plans meeting the specifications provided by Cowan Associates.  On a motion by Mr. Naylor and a second by Mr. Kolb, which passed, Council awarded a contract to Pedersen Contraction, Inc, in the amount of $39,900.00 to construct  the Salt Storage Building.
WATER COMMITTEE:


Mr. Fry told Council that flocculater motor is in need of repair.  The motor is not working and without the flocculater the water treatment plant has to be shut down.  The cost to remove and test the motor is $700.00.  There is no estimate on the cost to repair it or replace it.  On a motion by Mr. Bilger and a second by Mr. Naylor, which passed, Council approved having the motor removed, tested, and repaired.
OTHER BUSINESS:


Pres. Bricker names Mr. Bilger as an alternate to the Police Commission, replacing Mr. T. Huff who resigned from Council.  Pres. Bricker noted that he will be making some more committee changes at the August 4, 2008 meeting of Council.


There being no further business, Pres. Bricker declared the meeting adjourned at 7:50p.m.
